1.0 Pricing
With regards to VAT, it is important to note that PROSAFE does not accept the reverse charge method and therefore all quotes should include the VAT charges as well.

The laboratory should ideally fill in the respective prices for each part of the table shown below. Preference will be given to those who will include prices of all the respective parts within this table. 

Three separate samples lists will be sent to the laboratory from each of the participating market surveillance authorities through the Task Coordinator. One sample list will include samples that need to be tested for mechanical/physical properties as per En71-1:2011+A3:2014. Another separate laboratory statement will include samples that need to be tested for migration of lead as per En71-3:2013. A third sample list will be sent for samples to tested for content of phthalates in line with the REACH Regulation and the TSD. The test method for phthalates will be based on En14372 - Child use and care articles - Cutlery and feeding utensils - Safety requirements and tests.
Kindly note that three separate test reports are needed:

(i) One test report should be related solely to En71-1:2011+A3:2014 testing

(ii) Another separate test report should be related to migration of heavy metals only as per En71-3:2013 – particularly specifying obtained/measured values so as to ascertain whether the limit exceeds or not the previous limits specified in the older version of the En71-3.

(iii) Another separate test report should be related to the content of phthalates found in accordance with limits stipulated within the REACH Regulation and TSD. 
If a fail occurs on a tested toy, the testing procedure shall continue unless the failure is so destructive that all further testing is impossible. Obtained/measured values when the failure occurred is needed in ALL tests performed by the laboratory.
Depending on the type of quotes received, PROSAFE may decide to ultimately choose more than one laboratory to perform all the respective tests.

Two separate Detailed Overview Tables need to be prepared: one related to physical/mechanical properties and another separate one related to chemical properties. Each Detailed Overview Table is to eventually include the test results of all samples tested within one spreadsheet based on ‘Microsoft Excel’. These two tables are to be provided to the Task Coordinator showing individual test results of all sub-clauses of each and every sample tested. The first Overview Table would need to be prepared at the end of the respective month once 50% of the test reports would be finalised. Subsequently, these overview tables will need to be updated at the end of subsequent months until all test reports are completely finalised. Kindly confirm that the laboratory is able to perform this task without any extra additional charges.
· Final Aggregate Report
The laboratory will also prepare two separate aggregate reports: one related to physical/mechanical properties and another separate one related to chemical properties. These two Aggregate Reports should not show any individual sample data or brand name but give an aggregate result of all the tests carried out. Aggregate test results of the samples tested, showing non-compliances found and represented in the form of charts and/or any other form, are to be developed. These two final reports may be presented in the form of a Microsoft Word document or a Power Point Presentation or both. Kindly confirm that the laboratory is able to perform this task without any extra additional charges.
